Instructions for Divorce Education Course
1. Call the divorce education clerk in your court district.  Salt Lake County is Third District  Court and the phone number for the clerk is 535-5115.  Sign up for a class.  Give the clerk your civil number if your case has been filed.  If your case has not been filed yet, you can still stake the class and call the clerk back after your case is filed.  (Many divorcing parents who have taken the course actually write on the class evaluation form that the course should be taken at the very beginning of the separation or divorce.)

2. Go to class.  Please do not bring children or infants.  Do bring payment of $35.00.  If you cannot pay the course fee, you must file an Affidavit of Impecuniosity which states that you are financially unable to pay.  You must have your Affidavit filed and date stamped at the court (240 East 400 South) before attending the class.  The court has stated that parents will not be admitted to class without payment or the Affidavit of Impecuniosity.  

3. Upon leaving class, you will be given a “Certificate of Completion”.  This is your record of attendance.  A duplicate copy will be given to the court within three days of the class, and this will be filed in your case file.  If you did not have your case number, or haven’t filed yet, you will need to call the clerk at 535-5115 when you get that number.  The divorce education clerk will hold these certificates in a separate file until you call in with your number.  

4. If you have any questions or concerns, please call Lucy Brand or Carla Demke, the divorce education clerk, (535-5115) and discuss them.  
5. Bring your certificate to your attorney so that it can be filed with the court with your final divorce papers.
